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ABORTION

Abontlon ls a very controvers'ial issue ln our soclety. lt ls not
only a question of,  one's morals! or theo' loglcal bel lefs, but to rp as a female,
a serious question of ny freedonr of choice in a democratlc soclety. According
t0 !{ebster's Dictionary, abortlon is defined as in " Expulsion of the fetus from
the wornb before deve'troped enough to survivs"'l

I belleve that abortion should be readi'ly avatlable to females who
have become pregnant through rape because lt is an act of lnvoluntary sex.
G'ivlng blrtlr to a baby coneived during a rape sltuatlon would be to me a contant
reminder of a fr lghten{ng and vlolent,  sl tuat ion, parttcularly i f  the chl ld {s
kept by the mother after the blrth. One should also g{ve conslderatlon to the
attltude dlrected towands the child born out of thls forced unlon and the
possible detrlment to tJte healtly development of the ch{'ld. I also feel that
abortions shouJd be avallab'le in cases where the doctor through testlng, has
found abnorma'lltles ln the fetusr If the'age of the fcmalei ls donslpered a rfsk
factor, whether too young, or too old, then an abortlon snoula $b avbllable. ,
There are also sltuatlons where pregnancy results, even though some fonn of
contrac€ptlon was used, or f f lt ras thought to be a safe tlme of rcnth ln tlte
female's cycle.

All the foregoing clrcunstances exempllfy uhy I thlnk a female should
have the right to have an abortlon, and lf so, thls should be covered by her
nredical p'lan, governmenta'l or otherwise. This also raises the question of
whether medlcal plans should cover frequent unwantqd pregoancr.es, Gauged by__to.tql
tl isregard of any fnrm of coAtraceptionf. 0nce it has been dlagn*ed that thE'
womarr is pregnant and she i* obvious'ly desfrbUs of an abortlor,"ltshe should
ccilsult witt, e. plrys'ician" l 'he physlcian will then make arrangements wlth a
reputable medica'l cenrlre for tl i* prec*dure to be c*rrted ouet under the stenile
and proper condit{ons, as exped{tiously as possible. 0nce the tenale has made
her declslon, tt should be final, and she should not be lntenrogated, or put
under duregs to change that dee{ston because of $omGone elserg rnora'ls on
bel iefs, whether rel lg{ous or othetwise. I  feel that br lnglng up a chi ld ln
tlris world ls a great nesponslbf'lity and one should be somexhat prepared through
some fonn, '1.e.. marrlage or cormon larc and menta'l preparatlon t ranttng thei'nio,itiii'ii-r ;;il;+' .i'. rl'
